 Raising the  Extra Duty Group level of Future Business Leaders of America (FBLA) and its 

corresponding advisor position from 2 to 3; 

 The adoption of the preliminary general fund budget for 2016-2017 totaling $250,123,639 and authorize 

the administration to apply for the exceptions from the Act 1 tax limitation for which the district is 

eligible per the attached resolution;
